FOR YOUR INFORMATION: A New Ombudsperson for Responsible Enterprise
created to investigate human rights complaints against overseas operations by
Canadian companies! The Church in Action committee of Maritime Conference,
informed by its work with “Breaking the Silence” in reporting on Canadian mining
operations in Guatemala and Colombia, has been an active player over years in
lobbying the federal government to implement this position and legislation to hold
Canadian companies responsible for their human rights impacts abroad. The report
from Mining Watch Canada marks the successful culmination of those efforts and the
hopes for effective, independent work leading to government actions on violations.
